: Remove old power steering bracket and water pump pulley. Note: This kit does require 

the spacing of CVF’s SBFL-WP in conjunction with 302-ALTBRKT-DH.  

 Install the main bracket to the water pump 

beginning with the top bolt, 3/8 X 1” SHCS. Do not 

tighten completely.  

: Install the bottom bolt. This bolt will go through 

the idler (SERP-IDLER-WR), the .75” spacer, main 

bracket, and into the water pump. Use the 3/8 X 3.5” 

BHCS. Leave the cap off until the belt has been routed. 

: Install the rear support to the block. You will 

use the 7/16 X 1.25” and .320 spacer. Leave the bolt 

loose enough that the bracket can swing to reach the 

back of the power steering pump later. 

: On the back of the power steering pump, 

remove the mounting stud (if present) 

: The power steering pump will use the 2 

washers as spacers for the top bolt. Secure the pump to 

the bracket with the 3/8 X 1.25” HHS. Do not tighten 

completely as this will be a main source of belt tension. 

: Using the mounting hole slightly below and to 

the left of the shaft, use the 3/8 X 1.5” HHS and .52 

spacer between the bracket and pump. Secure all bolts 

until they are snug, but not completely tight. You may need some give when installing the rear 

support.  

: Secure the rear support to the back of the power steering pump using the 1.33” spacer 

and 2.25” HHS as seen in the image below.  



: Route the belt as seen below. 

The belt can be tightened by shifting the 

power steering pump to the left or right 

and extending the adjusting rod used with 

the alternator bracket. A combination of 

both methods will give you proper tension 

now and in the future.

All torque specs can be found on the last page of this instruction packet provided by Fastenal. 
We have highlighted all CVF bolts inside the table. Feel free to keep the page and use it for 
reference in your garage. 
 Note: Metric Socket Head Bolts are not listed. Use the recommended torque specs for 
5/16 when tightening M8 bolts and 3/8 torque specs when tightening M10.
