Remove old power steering brackets 

: Attach main bracket and rear support to the water pump using a 3/8 X 4.5” SHCS. 

You will use a .5” spacer between the water pump and main bracket. The rear support bracket 

will sit flush against the backside of the water pump. The blind nut will slip inside of the rear 

support bracket. 

 Note: The bolt will stick through the blind nut but 

will not be an issue. These extra threads are used for AC 

applications. 

: Attach the power steering pump to the main 

bracket. The bolt hole on the right side will use a 3/8 X 

.75” SHCS with two washers behind to space the pump 

properly. Once you get the bolts started move onto Step 

4. 

 

: Attach the bottom bolt to the power steering pump. Use 3/8 X 1” SHCS and the .52” 

spacer. 

: Attach the adjusting rod to the water pump straight 

down from the left mounting bolt of the main bracket. Use the 

button head cap bolt and a .5” spacer. The button head will 

allow more clearance once we start installing pulleys. 

 Attach the adjusting rod to the power steering 

pump using the hole slightly to the left and below the shaft. 

Secure with a 3/8 X 1.5” SHCS and the last .5” spacer. The 

rod will likely need to be extended slightly to reach the pump. 

: Remove any mounting studs that are on the back of 

your power steering pump that may interfere with the rear 

support bracket. The stud will be replaced with the 3/8 X 1” 

HHS. Use the remaining two washers between the pump and 

bracket to space the pump out.  

 

 

 

 



: Tighten all bolts to spec based on the last page in these instructions. 

: Install the belt and loosen the adjusting rod to apply proper tension. This bracket is 

used for both V-Belt (15/32” Wide on Top) and Serpentine (8 Rib) applications. For most 

applications, the belt will go around the crankshaft and power steering pulleys. Occasionally it 

will go around the water pump as well. For proper belt routing for your specific kit, check out 

cvfracing.com.   

: 

All torque specs can be found on the last page of this instruction packet provided by Fastenal. 
We have highlighted all CVF bolts inside the table. Feel free to keep the page and use it for 
reference in your garage. 
 Note: Metric Socket Head Bolts are not listed. Use the recommended torque specs for 
5/16 when tightening M8 bolts and 3/8 torque specs when tightening M10.
