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**These instructions work for several blowers. The only difference will be blower pulley, screws to
attach the blower pulley, and the press-on blower flange (only needed for LSA) in STEP 9.**
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1. Preassemble the Adjustment Puck to the front AC Bracket, 57122-SC, using 2x 5/16-18 X 0.50”
SHCS. All parts are found in the LSXAC-SC-RP kit. Note the orientation of the puck in the below
picture. There is a small register on the puck that engages with the bracket. Fully tighten both
bolts. Set aside when complete. To adjust the tensioner position post installation, please see
the Post-Install Tensioner Adjustment at the end of the manual.

Tensioner Position:

Below is the correct tensioner position once the belt is installed. This is perfect with the two lines lining
up with each other. Slightly off center is also acceptable (shown in Red). The tensioner can be adjusted
+5 degrees or +10 degrees with the ADJ-PUCK. If your tensioner position line is too far towards the
bottom line, this adjustment will bring the tensioner position line closer to the center. If your tensioner
position line is too close the upper line, please review the belt routing and ensure that the belt is
properly seated in each pulley. If the belt is routed and seated properly and the position line is still not
close to centered, please call customer service for help.
